Course Structure

Every student shall work on a research project under a faculty member of the department or faculty from
other department, or from other institution (if required) and submit a Dissertation at the end of the semester.
Allotment of the supervisors shall be done by the Head of the Department, taking into consideration the
interest of the student and consent of a teacher. As far as possible, equal distribution of students should be
maintained per faculty member, and the allotment may be done during the last phase of third semester. The
supervisor shall act as the instructor for this course on Dissertation and make continuous assessment for 75 %
of marks based on the understanding, literature survey, experimental/theoretical formulation, performance,
interpretation of results and writing of Thesis. An end semester evaluation for 25% based on a viva voce
examination shall be conducted at the end of the fourth semester by a panel consisting of the supervisor and
another faculty member nominated by the Head. Grading shall be done by the programme committee.
