RAGGING THE SOCIAL MENACE

In 2009, in the wake of the death of the first year MBBS
student, Aman Kachroo, due to ragging, the University Grants
Commission passed the “UGC Regulations on Curbing the Menace
of Ragging in Higher Educational Institutions, 2009” as per order
of the Hon'ble Supreme Court. The Hon'ble Court ordered the strict
enforcement of these regulations in all educational institutions. The
regulations detail out the measures to be taken for prohibition of
ragging in institutions and the action to be taken by the institutions
when ragging incidents are reported.
