The National Service Scheme Cell of Central University of Kerala, as part of its
regular and specia activities, would like to propose the following 10
Community Outreach Projects to complete within the time span of 3 years with
the financial aid of the University and the Govt. of India:

1) Extension of Swachhta Pakhwada activities of the NSS Cell to the
nearby Grama Panchayaths with the support of the Loca Self Govt.
bodies and collaboration to clean the ecologically fragile premises and
areas under various pollution threats with Shuchithwa Bharat Mission
(Two Programmes under this project have already been conducted at
Madayippara in Kannur District, and Neeleshwar in Kasaragod
respectively).

2) A short term ‘off-campus gala’ to raise funds for the needy or the
ailing members of Periye Grama Panchayath(which is the adopted
village of our NSS Units).

3) Constructing and maintaining a vegetable garden by one study
department or school of our university with a pledge to cultivate
chemically-free vegetable products during the recess hours in the
nearby fields with the support of the Panchayath and the Agricultural

Dept.
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4) Frequent sessions and seminars on health awareness like breast
cancer, hypertension, obesity, diabetes, malnutrition, etc.

5) Free coaching classes and personality development trainings in the
nearby educationa institutions (One such session has been already
conducted in Periye Govt. Higher Sec. Schooal).

7) Deplasticising Drives at public places (Such a Drive has been
successfully conducted at our university premises as an initial step).

8) “Visit with Gifts” programs at Old Age Homes, Palliative Care
Centres and Prisons.

9) Blood Donation Camps, Anti-Drug Campaigns and Organ Donation
Awareness Programs.

10) “Wak With a Scholar” Programme — to make the students (both
our students and the outside pupils) employable, professionally sound

and enter various govt. services.
